Smokey Bear
A National Symbol

The worst fire in the history
of Lincoln National Forest, New
Mexico, raged for weeks in 1950.
When the flames were out, when
the thunder and crackle of blazing >
trees had died down, a badly burned <]
bear cub was found clinging to a
tree. A weary firefighter snapped his
picture, then rescued the hurting
and bewildered cub. .

The rangers named him Smokey
after the familiar poster character
Smokey Bear, a cartoon bear in a
ranger’s hat and blue jeans holding
a shovel. He had been created in
1944 by the U.S. Forest Service to
publicize a campaign to prevent
forest fires. Posters of the cartoon
bear read “Only You Can Prevent Forest Fires!” and were tacked up in every
national forest and park as well as in public buildings.



Then the real Smokey came along. The rangers nursed him
back to health and sent him to the National Zoo in Washington,
D.C. Photographs of the badly burned cub, his playful recovery,
and his life in Washington sent the popularity of the cartoon
Smokey Bear skyrocketing.

With all the publicity, the living Smokey Bear became one
of the most popular animals at the National Zoo. Thousands of
visitors dropped by to see the black bear who limped on one leg
and still bore scars from the fire that some careless camper or
smoker had started. Smokey’s misfortune became the best reason
for preventing forest fires. He even made public appearances.
Eventually he had his own Smokey Bear fan club. Membership was
in the many thousands. Children who signed up to be
Junior Forest Rangers received not only a Ranger kit but an
official-looking badge and pictures of the real and the
cartoon Smokeys.

In May 1975, when he was twenty-five years old (which is
equal to seventy in human years), the National Zoo and the
Forest Service retired Smokey in an impressive ceremony. At the
same time, they introduced Smokey Junior, an orphan of another
fire in Lincoln National Forest. Smokey Senior died a year later.
His remains were buried at the Smokey Bear Historical Park
in Lincoln National Forest, and today his message lives on:

“Only You Can Prevent Forest Fires!”

Some animals, such as this armadillo, have a special trick. They can roll themselves into a
ball. Why do they do it? Curl up with this story and see!

Different kinds of animals have different ways of escaping predators. Some flee. Others
hide. Some may even fight. But the three banded armadillo has a more unusual way of protecting
itself. It curls its armor covered body into a ball, tucking in its ears and legs as it rolls up. Then it
pulls in its head and tail, which fit together like the last two pieces of a puzzle. Now the armadillo
is a well wrapped package one that predators would have trouble opening.

A red fox also rolls into a ball, but not for protection against enemies. It curls up for
protection against the cold. The fox tucks its feet and nose under its big, bushy tail. As the fox
snoozes, its tail serves as a built in blanket for a toasty nose and comfy toes.

With its pointy spines, a European hedgehog has protection from most predators. But if a
predator flipped a hedgehog over, it could attack the animal's soft belly. So when danger is near,
a hedgehog rolls up into a prickly, round pincushion with no soft parts in sight.

If you've ever touched a common pill bug then you know why it's sometimes called a roly
poly. When a pill bug feels threatened, it rolls up into a tight little ball. Spaces between the plates
on the pill bug's body allow it to bend as it curls up. Can you see why it's sometimes called an
"armadillo bug"?

The mother stone centipede above keeps all her eggs in one basket. And her rolled up
body is the basket! The centipede stays curled around her eggs to protect them from enemies
even going without food until they hatch.

A wheel spider hides in its sand dune burrow during the day. But if a spider wasp comes
to attack it, the wheel spider can make a quick getaway. It scrambles out of the burrow, flips onto
its side, tucks in its legs, and rolls down the dune as fast as three feet per second!

And that's our roundup of animals that roll up!

In the summer of
2011, Rachel Beckwith
had just finished third
grade. She was looking
forward to riding her
bike and playing games
like jump rope with her
friends. Rachel also liked
dancing.

Then she heard
someone say that there
were children in Africa
who did not have clean
water to drink. The
person was from an
organization called
charitywater.org, a charity that builds wells for towns
in Africa. The wells provide people with clean water.
Without wells, people often have to walk many miles
to find water, then carry it home in buckets. Often, the
water is not clean.

Instead of presents for her ninth birthday, Rachel
asked her family and friends to donate $9 for clean water
in Africa to charitywater.org. If she could raise $300, 15
people could get clean drinking water.

By the time her birthday came, Rachel had raised
$220. That meant that 11 people could get clean water.

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She told her mom that she would try harder the next year
to raise more money for the charity.

A month later, Rachel was critically injured in a car
accident. On July 23, 2011, she was taken oft life support.
She died soon after.

When the news about Rachel’s story and her
birthday wish spread, people all around the world began
to donate money in her name. Some gave $9, some $19,
some more. A month later, 30,000 people had given more
than $1.2 million. Because of Rachel Beckwith, 60,000
people in more than 100 villages now have clean water to
drink.

In her honor, one village put up a sign that reads,
“Rachel’s great dream, kindness, and vision of a better
world will live with and among us forever.” Clearly, one
person, even a child, can make a difference.
